In order to receive these
messages, you must sign-up for
the service.

By-Law Brief

Residents are reminded that dogs
are not permitted to run at large
within the Village. When off of
the owner’s property, dogs are
required to be restrained and have
an owner present at all times. A
failure to comply is an offence
under Bylaw 32-2021 and carries
a minimum fine $135.00. Dogs
found running at large are also
subject to impound by by-law

enforcement, with pound fees to
be paid before the dog is released.
Residents with concerns about
dogs at large are asked to call the
Municipal Law Enforcement Of-
ficer or the OPP as soon as possi-
ble at 705-358-6230. The Village
also requires dog owners to obtain
a licence for their dog. Licences
are available at the Village Office
and are valid for the lifetime of the

dog. Restrictions apply on the
number of dogs permitted in a
residence. For single unit dwell-
ings, two dogs are permitted. For
multi-unit dwellings, one dog is
permitted per unit.

@ﬁ‘ If you have fallen behind on your
wr’ tax or water account and are not
sure how you can get caught up, please
call us. We will work with you on a
payment plan to get you back on track.
Interest is run for taxes on the first of
every month, water interest is run on

the 16th of the month or the next
business day. If property taxes reach
3rd year arrears it will be sent for tax
sale. The process is very expensive and
gets added to vyour tax account.
Disconnection notices will be mailed
once your account is over $250. A

deposit could be added for delinquent
accounts at a residential rate of $300
and a none-residential rate of $350. If
we need to disconnect your water, a
deposit will be required to turn it on,
disconnection and reconnection fees
will be charged.
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
